Revised after 10/9/2014 updates: May-Lyn at first was a combination of Mayfield Heights & Lyndhurst, Lyndhurst
started their own club as Lyndhurst South in 1959 (not1955 as previously posted) and changed name to Lyndhurst
around 1965.

May-Lyn changed name to Mayfield Heights (1) a year before it cancelled. Mayfield Heights reorganize in 1981.
North Field (2) reorganized as a new club known as Nordonia Hills

Norton was also known by Norton Twp, Norton Center, Norton Village, and Village of Norton .

Stow & Munroe Falls merged to become Stow-Munroe Falls in 2005 using the Stow charter date.

W.E.L.T. changed name to Eastlake/Willowick (1979/1980) then merged with Wickliffe in 2000 to become North
Coast using the Wickliffe charter date.
